What is Unique about The Dinner?

The Dinneris an entirely new, full-length play improvised every
night. Each performance is utterly unique. The Dinner has
been performed hundreds of time in Europe to sell out houses
and, through French resident Kiwi actor and Director, Juliet
O'Brien, and The Improvisors premieres in New Zealand at
Circa Theatre.

How does the structure work?

Take six of the country’s top comic improvisers, including Mark
Wright, lan Harcourt, Tim Gordon and Anna Kennedy, let the
audience mold their characters and set the play at a Wellington
dinner held in honour of a special occasion.

Each actor receives a sealed envelope from an audience
member, determining whether they are the hosts or the guests
for this performance. In groups, the audience, with the help of
twenty questions devised by Joan Bellviure, develop the
characters - their past, their social standing, their ties with the
other guests or hidden secrets. That's it. That's all the actors
know - their character, the occasion and the order in which
they will arrive.

Not since Suspect, The Improvisors first full production,
performed at Circa on Harris in 1990, has such an endeavor
been attempted. Improvisation at its finest: wit, skill and comic
genius - a full length totally new New Zealand play performed -
only seen on that night and never to be seen again.
